The	signs	are	up	for	Olive	U	Mediterranean	Grill,	BurgerFi	and	Just	Salad.	Other	restaurant	
tenants	coming	in	are	Bolay,	Zen	Sushi,	Naked	Taco,	Lazy	Dog,	Lynora’s	Italian	restaurant	
and	Sloan’s	Ice	Cream,	according	to	Uptown	Boca.
